Sandstorms Strike as 2001 Dawns

Sandstorms hit northwestern China's Gansu Province and North China's Inner Mongol

ia Autonomous Region(内蒙古自治区)on the first day of the new century.According 

to Sun Landong,a meteorologist with the Lanzhou Meteorology Observatory,visibili

ty(能见度)was less than 100 meters in Minqin,a Gansu county near Inner Mongolia,

because of sand.When visibility drops to less than 1 kilometer,it is called a sandstorm.The sandstorm in Minqin blew up dust in neighboring towns,such as Baiyin

,Wuwei,Jinchang and Lanzhou,the capital city of Gansu Province.Dust_laden winds 

also swept into Beijing.

Brought by northwesterlies blowing at more than 20 meters per second,dust first 

reached the capital's suburbs at 7 a.m.,downtown areas at 9 a.m..The winds,which 

died down during the night,brought the temperature down to as low as 8℃ below zero and many flights put off their planned time from the city's airport.

It is quite rare for sandstorms,which are frequent between March and June,to happen in winter,when the earth is frozen.The sandstorms in Gansu and Inner Mongolia do not necessarily mean there will be more of them in the spring than last year,when they were serious,but Beijing is taking it very seriously.It is reported that Beijing will spend 6 billion yuan(US725 million)in preventing sandstorms in the capital and has already set up a special team to make sure what causes them.

London—Lazy students can now give up on work altogether as two Oxford University

 students have made scores of A_grade essays(论文)on the website for students to copy.

The essays are on the new website,“revise.it.”

The website includes an“EssayLab”designed to make cheating(舞弊)as effective and effortless as possible.

Its homepage announces to surfers(网上冲浪者)：“The revise.it EssayLab is a bank of hundreds of A_Level essays covering popular topics.”

“Next time you are asked to write an essay,why not see what we have on the subject—if you are in a lazy state of mind you can even use our guide to writing the essays and then just hand them in.”

Nick Rose and Jordan Mayo,both 19 and first from Manchester,spent much of their first year as students at the university setting up the website.There is no charge for downloading the essays.

“I have never been very good at essay writing,”Rose admitted.“We don't see essay bank as a cheating way.It's a surprising valuable resource.You can learn a lot by reading other people's work on the subject.”

Among other tips,the website suggests inventing important speeches to give essays extra weight:“Popular people to quote(引用)are Douglas Hurd or Disraeli.”

Hurd was a foreign secretary in the 1980s and Disraeli was a 19th century prime minister.

Teachers are expressing their opinions by e_mail that they are angry about the website that“encourages students to cheat”,but students disagree.

Students Pay to Change to Popular Majors

For most students in universities,20,000 yuan is a big sum.But Xiao Wang paid the money soon after she learned that she could change to the popular Economics Department.

By paying 20,000 yuan with the help of her parents,Xiao Wang can study the economics major she prefers.“It is difficult for graduates in chemistry to find a good job in recent years,”she said.Xiao Wang is only one of the many freshmen that pay to change to popular majors.Many universities throughout China offer similar services.The charges for changing majors are from 5,000 yuan to 80,000 yuan,according to a recent report on the Yangzi Evening News.The fee(费用)is decided by university authorities based on the popularity of each major,the report said.The most popular majors include computer science,law,finance(金融),information engineering and foreign languages.A saying popular among students may explain the phenomenon(现象).Studying a good major is much better than studying in a famous university.

Some educators warn students against rushing blindly to today's popular majors.They may not be popular years later,the China Youth Daily said.But it seems that many students are career_oriented(以职业为宗旨),instead of being interest_based.
Freshmen are allowed to change to other departments,according to rules of the Ministry of Education.But there are no official rules on the charges.In spite of the high charges,demands to change majors are still increasing.The paper said about 100 students in the English language department of a school in Harbin changed from other departments.The department planned to admit only 50 freshmen this year.

These charges have become a big income for some universities,the paper said.It is expected a normal school in Harbin will get an income of 30 million yuan this year.

Why She Turned Herself into Human Torch

She was a lovely and pretty girl but now Liu Siying's seriously burnt face and hands tell people that she might never be as happy again.On January 23,2001,the 12_year_old fifth_grade primary school pupil from Central China's Henan Province was taken by her mother to Beijing's Tian'anmen Square,believing she would enter the“Falun World”.There the two set themselves on fire.She said she was told“the flames can't hurt you.They will only pass through your body and you will reach heaven in the twinkling of an eye...It is a wonderful world.You could become a‘religious queen’and many people will serve you”.She said her mother and other Falun Gong practitioners said this to encourage her to set herself on fire.However,the flames changed everything.The pain and fear made the young girl cry out for help.She was rescued by police and sent to Jishuitan Hospital,China's leading hospital for treating burn patients.

The hospital found the girl had burns to 40 percent of her body and burns to her face.A healthy girl has been physically damaged for life.Siying had been a well_behaved girl.Her mother taught her to practise Falun Gong last March and she became acquainted with a number of Falun Gong practitioners.The followers often praised her for being clever and said that she could become a“religious queen”in heaven.Doctors at the hospital said it was only after 16 hours at the hospital that the shock caused by the burns was controlled.Her head was bandaged and she was given a skin_transplant operation on her left hand.

The girl said she set herself on fire because she was“going to heaven”.She said she learnt about Falun Gong from the book“Zhuan Falun”and her mother.She said she had been“fooled”and said she no longer believed in Falun Gong.Doctors said all her fingers may have to be cut off.

Scores of days later,Liu Siying died in the hospital.

China Earthquake Leaves 5,000 Homeless

Beijing—An earthquake measuring 5.8 on the Richter scale left 5,000 people homeless,killed at least one person and injured 39 others in southwest China on Thursday,with more accidents expected.

By late Thursday,4,900 people were declared homeless after the quake destroyed their homes in a mountainous area lying on the border between Yunnan and Sichuan provinces.The dawn quake left one dead and 39 injured,destroyed 268 houses and damaging 1,132 other buildings so seriously that they were considered uninhabitable.

Another 2,400 houses suffered less serious damage.The epicenter(震中)was near the scenic Lugu Lake,a tourist site,where the local school was severely damaged.

Preliminary(最初的)estimates put economic losses at 180 million yuan (22 milliondollars).

Governments in Yanyuan and the neighbouring Yunnan country of Ninglang has joined  forces in the rescue efforts and tents,clothes and medicine are badly in need of for the earthquake victims.

The mountainous terrain,heavy rain and several aftershocks all prevented rescue efforts on Thursday.The rain could cause more badly damaged homes to fall down.

More dead and injured are expected“as rescuers have yet to reach many faraway areas”.It is very hard for rescue workers because most houses are scattered around the mountains,which are inhabited by Yi and other ethnic minority groups(少数民族).

The quake hit the area at 5∶10 a.m.Beijing time(2,110 Wednesday GMT).Earthquakes regularly affect the two counties,with two quakes measuring 5.0 and 6.2 on the Richter scale killing at least three people and injuring more than 1,500 in Ninglang in November 1998.

The area is about 100 kilometers from the historic Yunnan town of Lijiang,which was struck in 1996 by an earthquake that killed more than 250 people and injured 14,000.

British scientists have done something that many people thought was impossible:t

hey created the first clone of an adult mammal(哺乳动物).The clone,named Dolly,is a seven_month_old sheep,grown from a cell of an adult female sheep.

What is a clone?A clone is a copy—a genetic copy.Genes are the instructions for

 life.They tell a cell what to do and how to do it.Genes make each individual plant or animal different and unique.But a clone has the same genes as the original organism(有机体；生物体).

Cloning is not new.Plants have been cloned for centuries.New plants are often grown from cuttings from another plant.Also,plants like pineapples,strawberries and carnations(康乃馨)are sometimes cloned.One benefit of cloning is that we can make many copies of the best and healthiest plants.

It has been much more difficult to clone animals.Frogs have been cloned,but they

 died as tadpoles,never living long enough to become adult frogs.Mice,sheep and cattle have been cloned from embryos(胚胎).But Dolly is the first healthy clone of an adult mammal.How did they do it?

(1)An unfertilized egg(未受精卵)was taken from a sheep.

(2)The egg nucleus(细胞核)was removed.

(3)A cell was taken from the udder(动物乳房)of a pregnant(怀孕的)sheep.It was“

starved”,so that it stopped growing.

This sounds much easier than it actually was.To end up with one clone,the scient

ists started with 277 udder cells.And they needed in a way to make the egg cell accept a new nucleus.They did that by starving the cell in step(3).

China slashes interest rates by 0.25 percent

China Wednesday slashed interest rates by 0.25 percent points in a bid to breathe new life into the economy. It was the eighth fall in interests announced by the People's Bank of China, the central bank, since May 1996.According to the central bank, the annual interest rate of current account deposits is lowered from 0.99 percent to 0.72 percent as of Thursday, and that of one-year fixedterm deposits is lowered from 2.25 percent to 1.98 percent.

“The latest interest rate cut suggests the central bank is relaxing its‘sound’monetary policy to deal with the present economic slowdown,”said Yuan Gangming, a senior economist with the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences. 

Figures from the National Bureau of Statistics reveal the Chinese economy grew 8.1 percent in the first quarter of last year, 7.8 percent in the second quarter, 7 percent in the third quarter and 6.5 percent in the fourth quarter. 

The implementation of the“sound”monetary policy was mainly because of worries that inflation may occur and the country's financial system may be unsafe.

OPEC Decides not to Increase Production

Vienna—In spite of Iraq's decision to stop oil deliveries,the 11_nation Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries(OPEC)will not increase production to make up the shortfall,ministers decided Tuesday in Vienna.

The 11 oil ministers decided to meet again on July 3 to discuss the effects of the Iraq temporary stop.The organization's president,Chakib Khelil of Algeria,said after the meeting that stocks were high and prices were stable,so quota(配额)increases were not necessary.

The E.U.Commission has expressed concern about Iraq's output stop.A speaker said OPEC had to take all possible measures to keep or lower the oil price.

Saudi Arabia's Oil Minister Ali Al_Nuaimi had earlier said there would not be any shortage of oil in the market.The organization had already taken steps to fill the gap,he said.OPEC Secretary General Ali Rodriguez added that the period of the Iraqi stop to exports was not known,so other exporters were not going to lift quotas yet.If the market was destabilized(动摇的),a suitable response could be made.

Iraq on Monday stop shipments of crude oil to protest against the U.N.Security Council's decision to extend the oil_for_food programme by only a month,instead of the normal six_month renewal(延期).

Just before the Vienna meeting,oil prices had gone up,with a barrel of OPEC crude selling for 27.05 dollars,up from 26.81 dollars last Friday.North sea oil was at 29.26 dollars Monday evening.

OPEC wants the oil price to stay within a margin of 22 to 28 dollars and achieved that with cuts in January and March that reduced 2.5 million barrels per day off quotas.

Jerusalem:A US_led commission began investigating(调查)10 weeks of Middle East blood_shed yesterday,starting talks with Israeli and Palestinian leaders.

The five_member international team,led by former US Senator George Mitchell,met Israeli Prime Minister Ehud Barak in Jerusalem and was due to meet Palestinian President Yasser Arafat in the Gaza Strip later in the day.

“We don't want to be part of a problem.We want to be part of a solution(解决)to a problem,”European Union foreign policy chief Javier Solana,a member of the commission,told reporters.

The US_led commission is going ahead despite the resignation(辞职)of Barak,who will remain care_taker prime minister until a new government is formed.

Solana said the team aimed to make a study at the situation with the two sides,to meet the leaders of Egypt and Jordan this week,and to make suggestion to the US President by the end of March.

Israel and the Palestinians agreed to the creation of the commission at a peace summit in mid_October that failed to end the violence(暴力).

At least 310 people have died since the start of the Palestinian uprising for independence in the Gaza Strip and West Bank—259 Palestinians,13 Israeli Arabs and 38 Israeli soldiers and other Israelis.

Palestinians,the UN and human rights groups have accused Israel of using excessive(过度的)force.Palestinians want the committee to determine who is to blame and to take action.

Israel says its soldiers act only to defend themselves and Israeli civilians.It accuses(控告)Arafat of giving a green light to the violence.

It is said that Israeli Foreign Minister Shlomo Ben_Ami would fly to Paris to try to prevent the UN from deploying(部署)international observers who Israel says will do more to prevent peace than to keep it.
